How to Use E-Books from Maryland’s Digital eLibrary/Overdrive with your Kindle
Browse or search and then check out a Kindle format e-book from Maryland’s Digital eLibrary.

Next to your checked-out Kindle e-book, click on “Get for Kindle,” which opens Amazon’s website. You may be required to sign in with your Amazon account if you are not already logged in. Choose your Kindle device from the Deliver To menu.   Click on “Get Library Book.”
To transfer via WiFi:

Your Kindle must be connected to a WiFi network. The library e-books will not transfer via Amazon’s 3G network.  To connect your Kindle to WiFi, choose “Settings” on its home screen.  Select “View” next to “WiFi Settings” to display the detected networks, and connect to your preferred WiFi network.
Next to the borrowed title on Amazon’s website, choose the Action “Send to Kindle.”  (If your book appears in the Kindle’s archive but not on the home screen, connect your Kindle to your WiFi network.) 
If your Kindle is not WiFi capable or you do not have an active WiFi connection, you can transfer titles via a USB cable.  In addition, certain publishers require USB transfer instead of WiFi delivery for their titles.

To transfer via USB:

After clicking on “Get Library Book” on your Amazon account, click on the “Actions” button beside the borrowed title and select “Download and transfer via USB.” 

You may be prompted to open or save the file. Choose “Save” and select a location that is easy for you to find, such as your computer’s desktop.  Once the file has been saved, connect your Kindle to your computer using its USB cable.

Your Kindle will appear under “My Computer” on Windows machines or on the desktop of Macs. Open the Kindle drive. Open the Documents folder.

Locate the e-book you downloaded and copy/paste or drag it into the Kindle’s Documents folder.

Safely eject your Kindle device from your computer and unplug the USB cable.

Your borrowed Kindle e-book will appear on the home screen.
